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CHAIR’S WELCOME

A very warm welcome to the Ringwood
Community Hub for this afternoon’s
Velocity Wessex League Division 1 fixture
against Amesbury Town FC.

We welcome our visitors’ players, committee
members, and spectators, together with match
officials, referee Peter Whitten, and his
assistants William Buchanan and Jason
Coombs.

One of the busiest people in local football right now must surely be Mike
Dobson, the Wessex League Fixtures Secretary. Mike must spend half his
life keeping one eye on the weather forecast, wondering how many of his
carefully constructed schedules are about to unravel. Every
postponement means another reshuffle, another logistical puzzle, and the

ongoing challenge of ensuring the full programme is completed by the end
of April.

Then there are the groundsmen (usually men) - unsung heroes of our
game. Often volunteers, they give countless hours to prepare pitches and
even more hours repairing them after each fixture. Even professional
clubs struggle, as we saw in last weekend’s FA Cup tie between Grimsby
and Wolves. The match went ahead in what were politely described as
“challenging conditions”, with one penalty area already resembling a
quagmire before kick-off. It brought back memories of the 1970s and
places like Derby’s old Baseball Ground.
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Clubs invest heavily in pitch renovation every summer with the hope of 2
keeping games “on” throughout the season. But when it comes to

matchday inspections, there’s always a delicate balance to strike: do you
play and risk long-term damage, or postpone and protect the surface for
the weeks ahead? At RTFC this season, that balance has been handled
exceptionally well. 'm grateful to local official Jaydon Smith, who has so
often been the one faced with the unenviable decision-making in difficult

conditions. B ExTENSIONS T
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What a rollercoaster of a week it's been!

To go from a five-star performance and clean sheet against Ash to
being involved in a 5—4 the other way at Follands shows just how
fine the margins are in this league. The attacking output across
both games is a massive positive — nine goals in two fixtures tells
you the quality and intent is there in abundance.

Against Follands, a makeshift backline was always going to be
tested. It didn’t quite click and a few individual errors proved very
costly, but the effort and commitment can’t be questioned. The lads
kept fighting and scoring — that says a lot about the character in
the dressing room. It was one of the cruellest games | can
remember. A draw would’ve been fair IMO.

Tuesday night’'s game against Follands was everything you’d want
to see: intensity, application, and solid bullish mentality. 2 cheap
penalties at the end to decide it. It showed the fight is there. The
quality is there. Ironing out that inconsistency and mistakes are the
next steps.

Huge credit to young Brandon Chester for his first goal for the club
— a great moment — and to our talisman Lee Vint. His finishing
was top drawer, clinical and composed. Classic Vinty! Great also to
welcome back to the club goalkeeper Nick Harvey.

Now attention turns to Amesbury. Another
big test against a side around us in the
table and a real opportunity to build
momentum and push on. If the same
energy and cutting edge show up again —
with a bit more solidity at the back —
there’s every reason to be confident.

Club History

The club was established in 1904 as Amesbury Football Club. They
joined the Salisbury & District Junior League, before becoming members
of the Salisbury & District League in 1906. After winning the league in

1955-56, they became members of Division One of the Wiltshire League.

However, after finishing third in Division One in 1958-59, the club left the
division. They returned to Division One in 1972—73; despite finishing
bottom of the table, they were not relegated. The following season saw
them finish second-from-bottom of the division, but in 1974—75 they were
league champions. They were runners-up the following season and were
placed in Senior Division One in 1976 in what is now the Wiltshire Senior
League after the league merged with the Wiltshire Combination to form
the Wiltshire County League.

Amesbury were extremely successful in the early years of the Wiltshire

County League, always finishing in the top five in the first eight seasons
of a division that always had 16 teams or more. 1979-80 was a highlight
in that period with Amesbury lifting the league title for the first time after

finishing three points clear of nearest rivals, Swindon based side Sanford.

Amesbury began entering the FA Vase in 1978-79 and were Division
One runners-up. The following season saw them win the league and
reach the third round of the Vase. In 1983—-84 they won the Wiltshire
Senior Cup for the first time. The club were renamed Amesbury Town in
1984.

After a couple of seasons at the wrong end of the table, Amesbury were
to have another successful run between from 1987-88 to 1993-94, the
seven seasons seeing them finish in the top four each year and lifting the
league title on another two occasions, in 1990-91 and defending their title
in 1991- 92. During this run of success, they also won the Wiltshire
County League Senior Cup (what is now the Fountain Trophies Cup) in
three successive seasons between 1988-89 and 1990-91.

After finishing as runners-up in 1993-94, also winning the Wiltshire Senior
Cup that season, the club moved up to Division One of the Western
League. However, after finishing bottom of Division One in 1996-97 they 5

left to rejoin the Salisbury & District League.

After finishing as runners-up in the Salisbury & District League Premier
Division in 1997-98, Amesbury joined Division Three of the Hampshire
League. A fourth-place finish in their first season in the league was enough
to earn promotion to the Premier Division amidst league reorganisation,
and they went on to win the Premier Division at the first attempt.

In 2004 the league merged into the Wessex League, with the club

becoming members of Division Two, which was renamed Division One in

2006. In 2015-16 they were Division One runners-up and were promoted

to the Premier Division. After finishing third-from-bottom of the Premier

Division in 2017-18, the club were relegated back to Division One. They I I
were Division One runners-up the following season, making an immediate n
return to the Premier Division. However, they finished bottom in 2021-22

and were relegated to Division One. Following a second-from-bottom finish

in Division One the season after, they were relegated to the Premier

Division of the Wiltshire League.

After 2 successive relegations, 2023/24 was a successful season with a
new team and management. Their aim was an immediate return to the

Wessex League and this was achieved as Amesbury won the Wiltshire 5
Senior League, finishing 7 points clear of nearest rivals, Kintbury
Rangers. They also reached the final of the Wiltshire Senior Cup, losing
to Wessex League Downton on penalties.

In 2024/25 the team had a top half finish in their return to the Wessex
League and the newly formed Under 18s team entered the Wiltshire
League Floodlight Division, finishing the season well.

In 2025/26, the club will run 3 teams with a new Development side
competing in the Hampshire Combination & Development League 1st
Division.
